8 Feb 1902 SELECTION OF LOCAL REPRESENTATIVES

The riding tests for applicants for posi-
tions In the Ninth Contingent were held
in the grounds adjoining Captain Tuek-
er's paudock.  Majors MecUredic and
Winter conducted the examinatyon: of the
candidates.  Lhe large uumber of 75
med were on the ground, which far ex-
ceeds any  previous muster. ‘Lhe appli-
cauts were ot the whole of smatler
pizysique than the candidates for previous
contingents, the lowering of the stan-
dard neight no doubt bemng the cause.
Before the test commenced the would-
be coutingenters amused the ussembled
crowd by giving a leaping exhibition over
the fence.  Lhey were lined up soon after
4 p-m., aund Major McCredie, addresying
the applicants, suid he had to express
some fittle regret on the present occasion
on the reduction of numbers which had
tuken place with regard to the men al-
lowed to the (iishorne district. Especial-
ly was this to be regretted as from the
announcement of the Defence Minister
they were led to- believe that the outlying
districts were going to receive an inerease
for the Ninth.,  Instead of that the Re-
cruiting Board had received 1nstructions
that they were reduced five men. Major
McCredie said he hud done all he could
to induce the Defence Department to in-
crease the number, even to sending a wire
that morning.  He had received no reply
to the wire, and in the absence of an
answer, all that the Board could do was
to select 15, -according to instructions.
They would see that out of the number
present, the task of selection would be"
very diflicult.  Major McCredie then
gave the men information as to what
points the selection would be made-on,
and in doing so said he was satisfied they
could all ride. He did not know any man
yet who had come forward for any of
the contingents who could not ride. While
the tests of riding and jumping would
be given best consideration, regard would
be paid to soldierly bearing. = The tests
then proceeded.  Troopers D. Cameron
and A. Green (Fifth Contingent) and
Troopers J. W. Parker (East Coast
Mounted Rifles) were selected without
examination, thus leaving 12 places to be
{liled by the civilians..-

. big crowd were. present at.the Drill-
shed at 9.30 on Saturday evening to fare-
well the men, who were to depart imme-
diately for. Auckland by the Tutanekai.
The City Band, under Bandmaster Mor-
rison, rendered a number of fine selections
while the men were engaged insthe fina}
preparations. The Band marched to the
fire-bell in Gladstone road, where they
were joined by the-troopers under Majors
McCredie and Winter. - The united party
then marched to the wharf;- a procession
being formed by hundreds of people. The
City Band led the van, to the strains of
that lively quick-step “Clear: the Way.”
As the procession passed the Albion Ho-
tel a number of Penguin bluejackets on
the footpath heartily cheered .the depart-
ing troopers. On arrival at the wharf
the men were allowed u short time in
which to bid good-bye to their friends,
and thén boarded the Tutanekai's launch;
which was in charge of Captain Post.

- Major McCredie,. in- addressing the de-
parting contingenters informed them that
they -would be in charge of Trooper D.
Cameron, of the Fifth Contingent,.” and
stated e wished to cougratulate the dis-
trict on the men who were being - sent,
on this occasion. It appeared to  the
Apeaker that the men seemed to. get
better with each succeedi -contingent
that was went. He hupgg that  when
they got to South Africa-they would.be
full of courage, and never - fail to strike
a blow when - opportunity offered. Ha
desired to see them go with good cheer,
and looked to them to worthily uphold
the flag which braved all nations, and do
;mtl;i_ng_' that . would drag it down from



its high position.  The speaker said he
was satisfied the memhempeof the a}%_ﬁ?ﬁ'
Contingent would sustain the great repu-
tation which former New Zealand con-
tingents had earned for themselves, (Ap-
plause.)  Major* McCredie in conclusion
wighed the men farewell and God-speed.
A short address was then given by Major
Winter, who in farewelling - the  men
wished them a safe return to New Zea-
land.  Three ringing cheers were given
by the men en the launch for - ajors
McCredie and Winter as the little vessel
left -the wharf for the Tutanekaj:

The precincts of the wharf was swarm-
ing with peaple, and there was much
crushing and pushing to get places of
advantage on which to witness the. de-
parture. ~ The' City Band, despite feing
uncomfortably pressed by the crowd.
played several appropriafe airs, the boys
leaving the wharf to the tune of “Will
ye no come back agaim? and “Auld
Lang Syne.”  The departing contingenters
were cheered. until the launch wax el
towards the entrance to the harbor.
