William Francis Moore. (Frank Moore) 1888-1962 Service No.  9/1071
[bookmark: _GoBack][image: ]Private William Francis Moore was born in the small town of Tapanui in the South Island of NZ on the 9th of July 1888. He was the son of farmer, John Leece Moore from the Isle of Man and his wife Ellen Stiven. William Francis (known as Frank) was one of 4 brothers that served in WW1. He was a farm labourer that worked in the nearby town of Crookston. He enlisted on the 11th of February 1915 at Tapanui in the 5th Reinforcements of the Otago Mounted Rifles.  He had been a member of the Defence Rifle Club and had served in the F Company for the 14th Regiment for two years. 
Frank Moore embarked from Wellington on the HMNZT Maunganui on the 13th June 1915 and arrived at the Suez, Egypt on the 24th of July 1915. Arriving at the Dardanelles on the 30th August 1915 he was transferred for a few weeks to the Canterbury Mounted Rifles. He was posted back to the Otago Mounted Rifles at Anzac Cove .Having survived Gallipoli he was transferred to the Pioneer Battalion after the withdrawal and embarked to France from Port Said on the 9th of April 1916.
He arrived in Rouen and was then transferred to the 4th Company, of the 2nd Infantry Brigade. His first visit to the NZ Field Ambulance was on the 4th October 1917 for a five day stay. After re-joining his unit he was then assigned to Headquarters and was given leave in London for a month from the 4th of July 1918 to the 8th of August 1918. He returned to the 2nd Infantry Brigade and was slightly wounded on the 28th of August 1918. Having re-joined the unit after 2 days, Frank was again wounded on the 10th of October 1918 with a GSW to the nose and left shoulder.  He was admitted to the 18th General Hospital and then to the 2nd London General Hospital 4 days later and was there when the war ended. Transferred to the No.3 General Hospital in Codford on the 29thof November he spent Christmas there recovering. He embarked for to NZ on the “Athenic” on the 3rd of February 1919 arriving in Wellington. He returned to Tapanui and married Violet Isabel Glen in 1921. They had three children and had a small farm in Maheno. He died on the 3rd December 1962 and was buried in the Old Lawn Cemetery in Oamaru with his wife
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
