and already distinguished service has
been recognised by the granting of gne
Military Cross, its prond holder being
Walter Ovenden, who was a pupil in
the school.

Many of the parents and relatives. of
the men who had gone to the- front
having signified their desire to have
the - opportunity and privilege of being
amongst the first to contribute towards
the cost of the homnors board, the com-
mittee of the Patutahi ‘School accededto
the wish, and’the fine roll of hondr pro-
cured ‘is a result of the united contribu-
tions ' of the parents and relatives. The
memorial, as mentioned yesterday, is a
splendid piece- of workmanship.: and has
been procured at a cost of about £40.
The unveiling ceremony took place
this afterncon:in the presence of a large
gathering, 'the function being conducted
hy Mr 1. Bruce Watt. cheirman of the
Patutahi School Committee. The record,
which is given below, is. a fine illustra-
tion of the Dominion’s lovalty, and.is
one of which the parents and relatives,
the -committee, staff, and scholars may be
